Judy Ryde PhD is co-founder of The Bath Centre for Psychotherapy and Counselling (BCPC) and The Centre for Supervision and Team Development (CSTD) based in the United Kingdom.  


Judy is an accredited psychotherapist, supervisor and trainer with the United Kingdom Council of Psychotherapy. She leads and supervisors a project which provides counselling and psychotherapy for refugees and asylum seekers through the Bath Centre for Psychotherapy and Counselling. She has completed doctoral research into ‘whiteness’ within psychotherapy and psychotherapy organizations at The University of Bath and her book “Being White in the Helping Professions: developing effective inter-cultural awareness” was published in 2009.





The presentation will explore how, as ‘white helping professionals’, attitudes and assumptions which are shaped by our historical and cultural context, will necessarily affect our practice. Judy will also highlight the significance of self reflection and the use of an inquiring stance so that service providers own responses, as well as that of their clients’ are taken into account when we working with them.
